 A Gas Project: Weather You Like It or Not
Purpose:  To connect the behavior of gases to “Real Life” incidences with an emphasis on weather phenomenon.  Each student will randomly choose a topic and create a project/presentation for their assessment. My advice is that you choose something you think is fun or at the very least, interesting, and be creative and informative.
Research:

· Gather the necessary information on the topic assigned and create a presentation 

· Relate it to the properties gases or to the gas laws in general.  

· Present the information to the class using any of the below formats
· PowerPoint

· Poster

· Diorama

· Homemade video

· Interactive board game

· Graphic novel . . . 

· Children’s story book
· Anything you can think of that I have given you permission to do (in other words, ask me if it is okay to do something not listed here)
· Content of Presentation

· Summarize topic using appropriate terminology

· Make all appropriate connections to chemistry - Be sure to specifically relate the chemistry to the behavior and properties of gases
